I. Call to Order:
a) Chairman Mike Taborski called the meeting to order at 8:01 a.m. Vice Chairman Johnny Mansell, Fire Chief Frank Carey, and Administrative Secretary Kelli Columbro are in attendance. Treasurer Andy Ryback was absent 

II. Public Comment:
       None
III. Approval of October 9th, 2025, Meeting Minutes:
Chairman Taborski asked if the board members had reviewed the minutes. Vice Chairman Mansell replied ‘Yes.” , Taborski moved to approve the minutes; the motion was seconded by Vice-Chairman Mansell and approved unanimously.

IV. Financial Committee Report: Treasurer Ryback:
a) Financial Report:
Treasure Ryback was absent from this meeting; no formal financial report was given. 
b) Taborski brought to attention that, since the previous Board Meeting that the accounts are now being run through Quarter Circle, Suzette Reed. The Board would like to make Suzette a part of these meetings as time progresses, either in person or via conference call. 
c) Mansell questioned the OES Strike Team check for $25,211 that was reimbursed to Quincy Volunteer, but should have only been $21,922.88 after the admin surcharges for The District.  He continues his statement by asking Chief Carey to contact other Volunteer Departments to see how they handle the payments for the OES Strike Teams.  
d) Suzette is going to adjust the amounts of the checks that were submitted for the Volunteer side as the reimbursement for the OES Strike Teams. 
e) Taborski and Mansell asked questions regarding the OES engine, and its time with the department, since the engine will be for sale next year. They asked about its use, the manpower required to maintain that engine, and deployment decisions on a case-by-case basis. 


V. Fire Chief's Report: Frank Carey

a) Chief Carey reported 6 community service, 38 EMS, 6 fire, 1 work detail, 4 training; total 55 calls; average attendance 4.
b) Chief Carey reported the purchase of a local vehicle for David Schmid, a 2015 Toyota Tacoma out of Taylorsville. 
a. He proposed that the District pay for the vehicles after adding them to the current insurance for $94/year per vehicle.  Board approved this proposal unanimously.
b. Chief also proposed putting the vehicle titles under the District unless it is not necessary for coverage; he will clarify before the next meeting. 
  Fire Drill Report: Frank Carey
a) On 11/04/25, we had our officers’ meeting to review monthly training, corporate financials, and upcoming events.
b) On 11/11/25, Firefighter Health and Wellness, PDH employee, helped with the training regarding suicides, mental health, and more. 
c) On 11/18/25, Cold Weather Emergencies 
d) On 11/25/25, Obstacle Course with other departments reviewing drills ran throughout the year, including structure and wildland fires, along with rescues. 

VI. Fire Inspection Report: Fire Chief Frank Carey

No inspections or updates at this time.

VII. Other District Business, Discussion, and Possible Actions:

1) Fire Station 2 replacement: Vice Chairman Mansell  
Vice Chairman Mansell reported that the District received an email from Tracy regarding the use of a special permit, as Station 2 is zoned commercial. Ken Roper proposed to Mansell that this permit be issued as a public service utility if the District does not have an existing special use permit. The District wants to continue through the proper channels to move forward with this project and has assigned Kelli the task of finding those government regulations for government entities and special districts. Information on current Engines
2) Information on all Engines 
Chief Carey reports he spoke with Martin Munoz regarding the current engines and their lifespans, and there is no actual way to track that information. He brought up that our current OES 360 Engine will be going up for sale within the next year for $40,000, which includes all the equipment currently on the engine. With the purchase of OES 360, the state would provide an additional OES engine, which Chief would like to be housed at the new Station 2. Chief also added that he will create a list of all current engines by number, year, pump, tanks, and other specs for the Board to review. 


3) Administrative Assistant check-in 
The Board checked in with Kelli regarding the position to see if any current issues need to be resolved, as well as the transitional period from Karrie. Kelli reported that all is going well so far and that no additional challenges have arisen in the day-to-day experience.

Discussion and possible action regarding the progress of the LaPorte facility project
a) Taborski inquired about any updates regarding the LaPorte parcel. Chief Carey and Vice Chairman Mansell reported no updates.

Chairman Taborski called for a motion to adjourn the meeting. Vice Chairman Mansell seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
